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NEW CD: We now have the new CD, "ALLMART", which was recorded
on 7™ and 8™ November. This recording features Mart and the rhythm
section. This is the recording that Janet has been requesting for
years! As it was their Golden Wedding Anniversary last August, Mart
decided he would definitely go ahead and record this CD as a present
to Janet! The tunes are as follows: Hiawatha, Old Rugged Cross,
S'posin’, So Rare, East Coast Trot, Amazing Grace, St. Philip Street
Breakdown, City of the Blues, Frenesi, Burgundy Street Blues, Alone
Again Naturally, That's All, Misty, September Song, and King Porter
Stomp. The first number, Hiawatha, is a fine chance to hear a 17-year-
old Mart Rodger before he left the Manchester jazz scene to serve
Queen and Country when he received his calling-up papers and joined
the Army. This is taken from a private recording Mart made when
leading Mart Rodger's Jazz Aces. On banjo is Ralph Silvester and Bill
Brennan plays washboard. Bill was the manager of the band. Eric
Batty became the new leader of the Jazz Aces, to be followed by
Dizzy Burton, and then the band folded. On all the other numbers on
the CD Mart is accompanied by Colin Smith (bass) and Charlie Bentley
(banjo and guitar). Roger Browne (piano) and Nigel Cretney (drums)
join in on several tracks. The CD was recorded in St. Thomas's Parish
Church in Stockport and was produced by Richard Scott, who has been
the Sound Engineer on all the band's records, going back as far as our
first two LPs which were recorded at the famous Strawberry Studios
in Stockport. We thank Ray Cummings for his work in designing the
record sleeve, Andrew Liddle for writing all the informative notes
which are printed on the sleeve inside the front cover, and Steve Plews
who co-ordinated the production of the finished CD. Mart has been
sending copies of the CD to various broadcasters and we hope it will
find its way onto some radio programmes nationally.
